Curriculum  

Term 1 

Science

English

Computing 
Our focus this term will be on the safe use of digital 
technology.  We will learn what information can be 

shared and how to keep our details and online 
activities private. 

 

Art 
Our learning this term is all about portraiture.  We 
will be exploring how portraits from different art 
movements differ, and applying the basic rules of 
portraiture to create and evaluate our own piece.  

 

RE 
Our learning about Judaism this term will focus 

on the question, “How special is the 
relationship Jews have with God?”

This term we will be finding out about the Anglo-
Saxons and Vikings in Britain.  This will help to 

develop our understanding of chronology, 
considering how Britain changed after the Romans.
