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Spelling 
Children will continue to be given a spelling list of 10 words each week on a Thursday, which they 
should practise in preparation for a spelling test the following week. Before we set these, we will 
have taught the words and practised them together in class. It is important that the children also 

practise these spellings at home throughout the week, checking their understanding of the 
meaning of the words.   

Maths and Times Tables 
As you know, in year 4, the children are expected to work towards a recall of all times tables 

facts up to 12x12.  We teach times tables regularly, and the children will use Times Tables 
Rockstars in school to support their learning.  Please do encourage them to use this site to 

continue their practise at home. https://ttrockstars.com  Additionally, all children should have a 
login for Mathletics, https://www.mathletics.com/uk/ which will support all areas of maths 

learning. 
Logins are in contact books but can be requested by dojo if your child has lost/forgotten it.
